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UVOD U TEMU SIMPOZIJA

Dijakonija (sluzenje bliznjima) jedna je od temeljnih zadaca Crkve i
nezaobilazno podrudje njezina djelovanja, uz liturgiju (bogosluzje),
martiriju (svjedocenje i navijestanje) i koinoniju (zajednistvo). Dija-
konijsko poslanje Crkve proizlazi izravno iz Isusova primjera. On je
svojim Zivotom, rije¢ima i djelima pokazao da ,,nije dosao da bude slu-
zen, nego da sluzi“ (Mk 10, 45). Zato dijakonija nije dodatna aktivnost,
ve¢ bitna sastavnica identiteta i prakse Crkve.

U sredistu dijakonijskog ili socijalnog djelovanja kao sluzbe ljubavi
je ljudska osoba i njezino dostojanstvo, koje proizlazi iz Bozjeg ¢ina
stvaranja i otkupljenja. U suvremenom drustvu, gdje je ljudska osoba
tako cCesto izlozena razli¢itim oblicima ugroze i manipulacije, ocita je
potreba zastite njezina dostojanstva i njezinih prava. Zadaca je Crkve
masnih, bolesnih, djece, mladih, starijih, stranaca, osoba s invalidite-
tom i svih koji su na bilo koji na¢in marginalizirani ili zaboravljeni).
Briga za takve skupine pokazuje razinu odgovornosti kr§¢anske zajed-
nice kao i humanosti drustva.

U tom kontekstu treba iznova osvijestiti vaznost krs¢anske zajedni-
ce kao temeljnog mjesta ostvarivanja dijakonije i socijalnog pastorala.
Zupe kao otvorene i aktivne zajednice sluze ne samo dobrobiti osoba
unutar zajednice, nego djeluju i u svojoj okolini, izvan kruga vlastitih
¢lanova, kroz razlicite oblike pomoc¢i i angazmana. Dijakonija odjelo-
tvoruje vjeru kr$c¢ana i ¢ini je vidljivom, a ujedno sprjecava getoizaciju
Crkve, vide je otvarajuc¢i prema drustvu i aktivnijem sudjelovanju u jav-
nom zivotu u duhu Isusovih nacela oslobodenja i promicanja ranjivih i
potrebitih svake vrste.

Temeljne vrijednosti i perspektive dijakonijskog djelovanja obuhvacaju:

= promicanje uklju¢ivosti i postovanje dostojanstva svake osobe,

= njegovanje kulture pomaganja,

= motiviranje, traZenje, angaziranje i pracenje dragovoljaca (volontera),

= podrsku skupinama na lokalnoj, regionalnoj i nacionalnoj razini,

= prepoznavanje marginaliziranih osoba i skupina te pruzanje od-
govarajuce podrske i pratnje,
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= brigu oko javne vidljivosti crkvene dijakonijske aktivnosti,

= pruzanje podrske karitativnim i misijskim organizacijama.

Nakana je ovog simpozija teoloski osvijetliti znacenje dijakonije kao
jedne od Cetiriju temeljnih funkcija Crkve u povezanosti sa sinodalnim
razumijevanjem Crkve i obnovljenim propitivanjem njezina sluzenja u
drustvu. Organiziranje simpozija u okviru institucionalnog istrazivac-
kog projekta Katolickog bogoslovnog fakulteta Sveucilista u Zagrebu
‘Krsc¢ansko djelovanje u Crkvi i drustvu kao ¢imbenik suodgovornosti
i kohezije¢' (CRODUCIK) izravno ga smjesta u ozracje teolosko-prak-
ticnog istrazivanja dijakonskijskog sluzenja Crkve u svjetlu povezanosti
suodgovornog djelovanja u samoj Crkvi i utjecaja tog djelovanja na do-
brobit i koheziju drustva.

Simpozij omogucuje daljnje znanstveno usavr$avanje istrazivackog
tima projekta CRODUCIK kao i svih zainteresiranih sudionika te pred-
stavljanje dijela rezulata koji su do sada postignuti u sklopu projektnih
aktivnosti. Time ovaj dogadaj izravno omogucuje ostvarivanje nekoliko
bitnih ciljeva spomenutog projekta. To prije svega ukljucuje cilj predstav-
ljanja do sada ostvarenih dosega u analizi crkvenih dokumenata i znan-
stvene literature vezane za podteme projekta, potom cilj djelomi¢nog
predstavljanja istrazenog i utvrdenog utjecaja suodgovornog djelovanja
kr$c¢ana iz konteksta crkvene zajednice na koheziju drustva, zatim cilj
prepoznavanja i kritickog prosudivanja aktivnosti Zupne zajednice s po-
sebnim osvrtom na aktivnosti vezane za suodgovornost i sinodalnost te
njihove odjeke na lokalnu drustvenu sredinu, cilj djelomi¢nog predstav-
ljanja rezultata istrazivanja trenutnog stanja i moguénosti unaprjedenja
djelovanja u podrucju karitasa i zupne kateheze, te cilj kritickog propi-
tivanja moguc¢nosti duhovno-psiholoske podrske i savjetovanja osoba i
obitelji u kriznim situacijama. Pored pridono$enja klju¢nim ciljevima
projekta, simpozij omogucuje i brojne znanstvene uvide u suvremena in-
terdisciplinarna istrazivanja niza drugih tema u kojima se o¢ituju odjeci
kr§¢anskog angazmana i svjedocenja u drustvenoj i kulturnoj sredini.

INTRODUCTION TO THE THEME OF THE SYMPOSIUM
Diakonia (service to others) constitutes one of the Church’s funda-
mental responsibilities and an indispensable dimension of its mission,
together with liturgy (worship), martyria (witness and proclamation),
and koinonia (communion). The Church’s diaconal mission arises di-
rectly from the example of Jesus Himself. Through His life, His words,
and His deeds, He showed that He “did not come to be served, but to
serve” (Mark 10:45). Diakonia is therefore not an additional activity,
but an essential component of the Church’s identity and practice.

At the core of diaconal or social action as a ministry of charity stands
the human person and the dignity proper to every individual, deriving
from God’s act of creation and redemption. In contemporary society,
where the human person is so often exposed to various forms of threat
and manipulation, the need to protect human dignity and fundamental
rights is clearly evident. It is the task of the Church to defend and pro-
mote the dignity of all people, particularly the most vulnerable: the poor,
the sick, children, young people, the elderly, foreigners, persons with dis-
abilities, and all those who are in any way marginalised or forgotten. Con-
cern for such groups reveals both the degree of responsibility within the
Christian community and the level of humanity present within society.

Within this context, it is necessary to reaffirm the importance of the
Christian community as the fundamental setting for the exercise of di-
akonia and social pastoral ministry. As open and active communities,
parishes serve not only the wellbeing of those within the community
itself, but also operate within the broader social environment, through
various forms of assistance and commitment beyond the boundaries of
the community itself. Diakonia makes the faith of Christians tangible
and visible, while simultaneously preventing the ghettoisation of the
Church by opening it more fully to society and encouraging more active
participation in public life in accordance with Jesus’ principles of libera-
tion and the promotion of all who are vulnerable and in need.

The fundamental values and perspectives of diaconal activity include:

= promoting inclusiveness and respect for the dignity of every
human person,
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= fostering a culture of solidarity,
= encouraging the identification, engagement, and support of vol-
unteers,
= providing support to groups at the local, regional, and national
levels,
= recognising marginalised persons and groups and offering them
appropriate support and accompaniment,
= ensuring the public visibility of the Church’s diaconal activity,
= providing support to charitable and missionary organisations.
The aim of this symposium is to provide a theological reflection on
the meaning of diakonia as one of the four fundamental functions of
the Church, in relation to a synodal understanding of the Church and a
renewed consideration of its service within society. The organisation of
the symposium within the institutional research project of the Catholic
Faculty of Theology of the University of Zagreb, titled Christian Action
in the Church and Society as a Factor of Co-responsibility and Cohesion
(CRODUCIK), places it directly within the framework of theological and
practical research into the Church’s diaconal ministry in light of the in-
terconnection between co-responsible action within the Church itself
and the influence of such action on the wellbeing and cohesion of society.
The symposium provides an opportunity for the further scholarly de-
velopment of the CRODUCIK project team, as well as of all interested
participants, and for the presentation of some of the results achieved
thus far within the scope of the project activities. And that is how the
symposium also directly contributes to the achievement of several im-
portant objectives of the aforementioned project. This primarily entails
the objective of presenting the achievements thus far attained in the
analysis of Church documents and scientific literature connected with
the project subthemes, followed by the objective of partially presenting
the studied and established effects of the co-responsible engagement of
Christians within the context of the Church community on social co-
hesion, as well as the objective of recognising and critically evaluating
the activities of parish communities, with particular attention given to
activities related to co-responsibility and synodality and their resonance
within the local social milieu, the objective of partially presenting the



findings of research into the current condition and possibilities for the
advancement of activities in the areas of Caritas and parish catechesis,
and the objective of critically reflecting upon the possibilities of spiritual
and psychological support and counselling for persons and families fac-
ing crisis situations. Besides contributing to the principal objectives of
the project, the symposium also offers numerous academic insights into
contemporary interdisciplinary research concerning a variety of other
themes in which the influence of Christian engagement and witness
within society and culture is manifested.

Dusobriznistvo i duhovno prac¢enje kao oblik dijakonije: primjer drago-

voljaca Caritasa

. Caritas kao udruga progao je jedinstven razvoj u njemackim biskupijama: nakon

dugog cekanja da ga prihvate njemacki biskupi, Caritas je najprije u Zapadnoj
Njemackoj, a sada i u cijeloj Njemackoj, postao vazan partner u pruzanju javnih
usluga. Istodobno, Caritas se u o¢ima javnosti percipira prilicno drugacije od same
Crkve. Paralelno s tim, temeljna pastoralno-teoloska praksa sluzenja cesto se “de-
legira” udruzi Caritas i — posebno - volonterskim strukturama Caritasa. Poseban
razvoj Caritasa kao udruge postavlja pitanja o ljudima koji volontiraju za Caritas u
Njemackoj: koje su njihove vjerske motivacije; pronalaze li u Caritasu oblik “ku¢ne
crkve” te Moze li Crkva iz volonterskog rada u karitativnom smislu izvu¢i zakljucke
o vlastitom pastoralnom razvoju?

Pastoral Ministry and Spiritual Accompaniment as an Expression of
Diakonia: The Example of Caritas Volunteers

: Asan organisation, Caritas has followed a distinctive path of development within the
German dioceses: after a lengthy wait for recognition by the German bishops, Cari-
tas first emerged as a significant partner in the provision of public services in West
Germany and subsequently throughout Germany as a whole. At the same time, pub-
lic perception of Caritas differs considerably from that of the Church itself. Concur-
rently, the fundamental pastoral-theological practice of service is often “entrusted” to
the Caritas organisation and, above all, to Caritas volunteer structures. The distinc-
tive development of Caritas as an association raises questions regarding individuals
who volunteer for Caritas in Germany: What are the religious motivations underly-
ing their engagement? Do they perceive Caritas as a form of “domestic church’? Can
the Church draw lessons for its own pastoral development from volunteer work in
the charitable sphere?

Brizna zajednica: institucionalno delegiranje ili svakodnevno sluzenje?

Brojni su izazovi suvremenog doba koji, izmedu ostaloga, utje¢u i na odgoj i obrazo-
vanje, odnosno na razvoj ¢ovjeka. Potonji se izazovi istodobno reflektiraju i na dje-
lovanje institucija koje imaju klju¢nu ulogu u odgoju i obrazovanju covjeka - obitelj,
Crkvu, $kolu i drustvo u cjelini — ¢ime se dodatno potvrduje njihova medusobna
povezanost i suodgovornost. Da bi navedene institucije odgovorile na suvremene
izazove, nuzno im je nadilaziti redukcionisti¢ko shvacanje odgoja i obrazovanja kao
pukog prijenosa znanja, nadilaziti delegiranje odgovornosti s pojedinih institucija na
druge ¢imbenike i razvijati praksu ljudskih odnosa u kojoj osoba aktivno sudjeluje
u vlastitom razvoju, prepoznajudi u institucijama prostor podrske, pozitivne uzore i
brizne odnose. Imaju¢i pred sobom temeljnu ljudsku potrebu za pripadanjem i zajed-
ni$tvom, brizna se zajednica moze razumjeti kao konkretan odgojno-drustveni izraz
kr$¢anske koinonije, odnosno zajednistva koje nadilazi puku pripadnost te se ostvaru-
je u svakodnevnom sluzenju (dijakoniji), uzajamnoj skrbi i odgovornosti za drugoga.

A Caring Community: Institutional Delegation or Everyday Ministry?

Contemporary society is marked by numerous challenges that, among other con-
sequences, also influence education and formation, namely the development of the
human person. Such challenges are also manifested in the work of the institutions
that hold a fundamental role in human upbringing and education - the family, the
Church, the school, and society in its entirety — thereby reaffirming their mutual
connectedness and co-responsibility. If these institutions are to address contempo-
rary challenges, they must overcome a reductionist conception of upbringing and
education as the simple transfer of knowledge, move beyond the delegation of re-
sponsibility from certain institutions to other factors, and foster a practice of human
relationships in which the individual actively participates in personal development,
recognising institutions as spaces of support, positive models, and caring relation-
ships. In light of the fundamental human need for belonging and communion, a
caring community may be understood as a concrete educational and social manifes-
tation of Christian koinonia, that is, a communion which goes beyond mere mem-
bership and is realised through everyday service (diakonia), mutual concern, and
responsibility for others.

- U izlaganju Ce biti rijeci o izabranim naglascima iz filozofije odgoja u kojima do izra-
zaja dolaze meduljudski odnosi. Prvenstveno se tu misli na odnose unutar skolskog
okruzenja, dakle one izmedu nastavnika i u¢enika, i u¢enika medusobno, ali nisu iz
njih iskljuceni niti ostali odnosi, koji se ti¢u ¢ovjekovog uzeg i Sireg okruzenja. Pre-
ciznije govoredi, poblize ¢emo se upoznati s etikom skrbi koja se kao teorija pojavila
u suvremeno doba, ali ju je moguce primijeniti kako u skolskom okruzenju, tako i u
Crkvi i opéenito. Ovu je teoriju osobito nadogradila americ¢ka filozofkinja Nel Nod-
dings koja provedbu etike skrbi vidi u ¢etiri klju¢na elementa: modeliranje, dijalog,
praksa, potvrda. Njezina teorija promovira ne samo dobre odnose nego i vrijednosti.

The Ethics of Care and Responsibility for the Common Good

The presentation will address selected aspects of the philosophy of education in
which interpersonal relationships assume particular importance. This refers primar-
ily to relationships within the school environment, especially those between teachers
and pupils and among pupils themselves, while also encompassing other relation-
ships related to the individual’s immediate and wider surroundings. More specifically,
the presentation will examine the ethics of care, a theory that emerged in the mod-
ern era but can be applied within the school environment, the Church, and society
more broadly. This theory was notably advanced by the American philosopher Nel
Noddings, who sees the implementation of the ethics of care in four fundamental
elements: modelling, dialogue, practice, and affirmation. Her theory fosters not only
positive relationships but also the cultivation of values.

Ekumenska i medureligijska dimenzija dijakonijske duhovnosti

Izlaganje promislja ekumensku i medureligijsku dimenziju dijakonijske duhovnosti
polaze¢i od shvacanja dijakonije kao bitne sastavnice identiteta i poslanja Crkve.
Dijakonijska duhovnost ne odnosi se samo na pojedina¢na djela pomod¢i ili na or-
ganizirane oblike socijalnog pastorala, nego oznacava evandeoski nacin crkvenoga
postojanja oblikovan Kristovim sluzenjem, postivanjem dostojanstva svake osobe
i otvorenos§¢u prema drugome. U ekumenskoj perspektivi ona se ocituje kao sluze-
nje jedinstvu krécana, obracenju srca, pomirenju i zajednickom svjedocenju evan-
delja. U medureligijskoj perspektivi ostvaruje se kao sluzenje bratstvu i sestrinstvu,
miru, pravednosti i opéem dobru, pri cemu dijalog s vjernicima drugih religija ne
znadi odricanje od kr§¢anskoga identiteta, nego njegovo vjerodostojnije o¢itovanje
u djelotvornoj ljubavi. Izlaganje posebno istice povezanost duhovnog ekumenizma,
kulture susreta i dijakonije dijaloga te pokazuje da ekumenska i medureligijska otvo-
renost nisu izvanjski dodatak dijakoniji, nego jedna od njezinih nutarnjih dimenzija
u pluralnom drustvu.

The Ecumenical and Interreligious Dimension of Diaconal Spirituality

The presentation explores the ecumenical and interreligious dimension of diacon-
al spirituality, starting from the understanding of diakonia as a fundamental con-
stituent of the Church’s identity and mission. Diaconal spirituality is not limited to
individual acts of help or organised forms of social pastoral activity, but represents
a Gospel-inspired mode of ecclesial existence formed by Christ’s service, reverence
for the dignity of every human person, and openness towards others. From an ec-
umenical perspective, it is manifested as service to the unity of Christians, conver-
sion of heart, reconciliation, and common witness to the Gospel. From an interreli-
gious perspective, it is realised as service to fraternity and sisterhood, peace, justice,
and the common good, whereby dialogue with adherents of other religions does
not entail the rejection of Christian identity, but rather its more credible expression
through active love. The presentation places particular emphasis on the connection
between spiritual ecumenism, a culture of encounter, and the diakonia of dialogue,
demonstrating that ecumenical and interreligious openness are not merely external
additions to diakonia, but one of its inherent dimensions within a pluralistic society.

Intersubjektivnost: autonomija, ovisnost i ranjivost

Intersubjektivnost se razmatra kao klju¢na dinamika zajedni¢kog Zivota, koja se
ostvaruje u napetosti izmedu autonomije, ovisnosti i ranjivosti unutar zupa i kr§¢an-
skih zajednica. Zajednica se razumije kao prostor susreta razli¢itih unutarnjih stavo-
va, Cesto obiljezenih zastitnim obrascima poput kontrole, povlacenja ili kriti¢nosti,
koji mogu otezati autentican susret. Poseban naglasak stavlja se na dijakoniju kao
odnos koji nadilazi funkcionalnu pomo¢ i postaje prostor suosjecajne prisutnosti.
Zdrava zajednica ne temelji se na savr§enstvu, nego na sposobnosti prihvacanja ra-
njivosti kao puta prema dubljoj povezanosti. Autonomija se ocituje kao odgovorno
sudjelovanje, ovisnost kao otvorenost prema drugome, a ranjivost kao moguénost
preobrazbe odnosa. U tom okviru intersubjektivnost omogucuje prijelaz od pola-
rizacija prema dijalogu te otvara prostor za zajednicu koja nije samo organizirana,
nego i unutarnje povezana, osjetljiva i uklju¢iva, sposobna za rast, u¢enje, medusob-
no povjerenje i trajnu obnovu odnosa.

Intersubjectivity: Autonomy, Dependence, and Vulnerability

Intersubjectivity is explored as a central dynamic of communal life, manifested in
the tension between autonomy, dependency, and vulnerability within parishes and
Christian communities. A community is conceived as a space of encounter among
differing inner dispositions, often characterised by protective patterns such as con-
trol, withdrawal, or criticism, which may obstruct authentic encounter. Particular
emphasis is placed on diakonia as a relationship that transcends functional assis-
tance and becomes a space of compassionate presence. A healthy community is not
based on perfection, but on the ability to accept vulnerability as a way towards deep-
er communion. Autonomy is expressed through responsible participation, interde-
pendence through openness to others, and vulnerability through the possibility of
relational transformation. Within this framework, intersubjectivity enables a transi-
tion from polarisation towards dialogue and opens space for a community that is not
merely organised, but also inwardly connected, sensitive, and inclusive, capable of
growth, learning, mutual trust, and the enduring renewal of relationships.

Izlaganje promislja pitanja izgradnje struktura sudjelovanja, suodgovornosti i djelat-
ne vjere u svjetlu ekleziologije zajednistva kao temeljnog okvira za razumijevanje Zi-
vota i poslanja Crkve. Polaze¢i od saborske vizije BoZjega naroda, naglasava se krsno
dostojanstvo svih vjernika kao ontoloski temelj njihova sudjelovanja u trostrukoj
Kristovoj sluzbi. U tom se okviru sudjelovanje, suodgovornost i djelatna vjera raz-
matraju kao medusobno povezane i konstitutivne dimenzije eklezijalnog zajednistva
koje se konkretiziraju u zivotu mjesne Crkve. Sinodalnost se pritom, shva¢ena kao
zajednicki hod, prepoznaje kao najpotpuniji oblik njihova ostvarenja jer omogucuje
da zajedni$tvo poprimi vidljivu i operativnu formu kroz procese slusanja, razluciva-
nja i zajednickog odlucivanja. Izlaganje analizira kako takvo razumijevanje prido-
nosi preobrazbi pastoralnih struktura u prostore stvarne participacije i suradnje te
izgradnji kohezije u uvjetima drustvene fragmentacije suvremenog Zapada.

Building Structures of Participation, Co-responsibility, and Active Faith
in Local Churches

The presentation reflects on the construction of structures of participation, shared
responsibility; and active faith in light of the ecclesiology of communion as the foun-
dational framework for understanding the life and mission of the Church. Drawing
upon the conciliar vision of the People of God, emphasis is placed on the baptismal
dignity of all believers as the ontological basis of their participation in Christ’s three-
fold ministry. Within this framework, participation, shared responsibility, and active
faith are examined as mutually connected and constitutive dimensions of ecclesial
communion realised in the life of the local Church. Synodality, understood as a com-
mon journey, is thereby recognised as the most complete expression of these dimen-
sions, as it enables communion to take on a visible and operative form through pro-
cesses of listening, discernment, and collective decision-making. The presentation
examines how such an understanding contributes to the transformation of pastoral
structures into spaces of real participation and collaboration and to the strengthen-
ing of cohesion amid the social fragmentation of the contemporary West.

Cilj je predavanja predstaviti glavne naglaske Pastoralnih smjernica
za medukulturalne migracije Odsjeka za migrante i izbjeglice Dikasterija za promi-
canje cjelovitog ljudskog razvoja iz 2022. godine kao pomo¢ u radu s radnicima mi-
grantima u Hrvatskoj. Pastoralne smjernice za medukulturalne migracije pokusavaju
. ponuditi prijedloge i vodic¢ za djelovanje koje se mogu izraziti cetirima glagolima:
. primiti, zastititi, promicati i integrirati. Donose se faze konkretnog djelovanja prema
migrantima. Svaka faza predstavljena je kroz izazov i odgovore Katolicke Crkve na
spomenuti izazov koji se ostvaruju u konkretno predlozenim djelovanjima.

Pastoral Work with Migrant Workers in Croatia in the Light of the Pasto-
ral Orientations on Intercultural Migrant Ministry

Within the space and time in which it exists and acts, the Church in Croatia is called
to discern the signs of the times. One of the visible signs of the times presented to it for
discernment are migrant workers. Migration is a defining reality of the contemporary
world, and within this world the Church, at universal and local levels, carries out the
mission entrusted to it by Jesus Christ. Today we are seeing a phenomenon of migra-
tion which is unprecedented in scale. It is a matter which affects all continents and is
becoming an increasingly global reality. The purpose of the presentation is to outline
the main emphases of the Pastoral Orientations on Intercultural Migrant Ministry, pub-
lished in 2022 by the Migrants and Refugees Section of the Dicastery for Promoting
Integral Human Development, as a resource for ministry with migrant workers in
Croatia. The Pastoral Orientations on Intercultural Migrant Ministry attempt to provide
proposals and guidance for action expressed through four verbs: welcome, protect, pro-
mote, and integrate. The different stages of concrete engagement with migrants are set
forth. Each phase is presented through a particular challenge and the Catholic Church’s
responses to that challenge, which are expressed in concretely proposed actions.

Od istrazenih moguéno-
sti djelovanja osobito se isti¢u one vezane za moguénosti evangelizacije i katehetske
pouke kroz digitalno-virtualno posredovanje, moguénosti sudjelovanja u duhov-
no-molitvenim i liturgijskim dogadajima, mogu¢nosti prinosa drustveno-kulturnom
sudjelovanju i dijalogu, mogu¢nosti primjene Ul alata u pastoralu, prinosi ispravnim
elementima digitalnog duhovnog izri¢aja i dr. Od izazova posebice se istrazuju pita-
nje tehnofobije, utjecaja aplikacija i drustvenih mreZa, tzv. ‘influencerizma, informa-
cijskog nereda te bijega od realnih odnosa, pitanje povezanosti digitalno-virtualnog
podrudja i religijskog fanatizma i fundamentalizma, pitanje digitalno-virtualnog
devocionizma i iskrivljenog misticizma, razlomljenog i nekonzistentog evangeliza-
cijskog i katehetskog izri¢aja u virtualnom prostoru, neke opasnosti UI u odnosu na
vjersko podrucje, te pitanje prikladnog vjerskog digitalnog storytelling-a.

Digital Pastoral Ministry: Contemporary Challenges and Possibilities for Enhancement

The digital-virtual dimension of the modern world is an inescapable component of
almost every aspect of human life and action, including the religious sphere. The
Churchs pastoral practice, in many of its forms, is likewise becoming increasingly
characterised by modes of expression significantly marked by digital elements. This
presentation focuses on the theological and practical discernment of the more prom-
inent possibilities of digital pastoral ministry today, together with the more significant
challenges evident within this field of activity. Among the examined possibilities, spe-
cial attention is devoted to opportunities for evangelisation and catechetical teaching
through digital and virtual mediation, participation in spiritual, prayerful, and litur-
gical events, contribution to socio-cultural participation and dialogue, the application
of Al tools in pastoral ministry, and the promotion of appropriate forms of digital
spiritual expression. Particular attention is given to challenges such as technophobia,
the influence of applications and social networks, so-called “influencerism’, informa-
tion disorder and the escape from real relationships, the connection between the digi-
tal-virtual sphere and religious fanaticism and fundamentalism, digital devotionalism
and distorted mysticism, fragmented and inconsistent forms of evangelising and cat-
echetical expression in virtual spaces, certain risks associated with Al in relation to
religion, and the question of appropriate religious digital storytelling.

U predavanju se izlazu nove perspektive razumijevanja dakonske sluzbe u Crkvi u
kontekstu obnove teologije crkvenih sluzbi, a u povezanosti s crkvenom funkcijom
dijakonije. Nove pastoralne potrebe u podru¢jima obiljezenim rastu¢om sekularizaci-

jom i osvje$¢ivanje Zena u Crkvi kao subjekata crkvenog zivota pridonijeli su propiti-

' vanju o mogucoj revitalizaciji Zenskog dakonata u Katolickoj crkvi u 20. stolje¢u. Nova
eklezioloska svijest koja je dosla do izrazaja na II. vatikanskom koncilu te se u punijem
smislu razvila nakon Koncila, obiljeZena je slikom Crkve kao naroda Bozjega i zajed-
nistva u Duhu Svetome. Ta slika, koja traZi novi izraz i provedbu u aktualnom sinodal-
nom gibanju, potaknula je i novo teolosko promisljanje o dakonatu Zena. Suvremene
rasprave o dakonatu uklju¢uju revalorizaciju sluzbe dijakonije u Crkvi i utemeljenje

. dakonata u sakramentalnoj reprezentaciji Krista sluZitelja u Crkvi koja sluzi, naglaga-
vajuéi jednakovrijednost dvaju oblika sakramentalne reprezentacije Krista. Sluzenje
djelima ljubavi (dijakonija) za Crkvu je jednako vazno kao i navjes¢ivanje rijeci i slav-
ljenje sakramenata te bitno pripada u njezino poslanje i u srediste ckrvenog djelovanja.

Diakonia of the Church and Contemporary Perspectives on Women's Par-
ticipation in the Diaconate

i The presentation outlines new perspectives on understanding the diaconal ministry in
the Church in the context of the renewal of the theology of ecclesial ministries and in
relation to the Church’s function of diakonia. Emerging pastoral needs in regions charac-
terised by growing secularisation, along with an increased awareness of women as active
subjects of ecclesial life, contributed to questioning the possible revitalisation of the wom-
en’s diaconate in the Catholic Church in the twentieth century. The new ecclesiological
consciousness that came to the fore at the Second Vatican Council and developed more
fully in the post-conciliar period is marked by the image of the Church as the People of
God and a communion in the Holy Spirit. This vision, which calls for new expression
and realisation within the contemporary synodal movement, has also inspired renewed
theological reflection on the diaconate of women. Contemporary discussions concern-
ing the diaconate include a revaluation of the ministry of diakonia in the Church and an
understanding of the diaconate grounded in the sacramental representation of Christ
the Servant within the serving Church, emphasising the equal value of the two forms of
sacramental representation of Christ. Service through works of charity (diakonia) is for
the Church equally important as proclaiming the Word and celebrating the sacraments,
and belongs essentially to its mission and to the very centre of ecclesial action.
